Eyes are Windows to the Soul; Language is the Pathway
to the Heart

It is obvious that dereloping language fluency is
the top priority in traveling abroad. Even though there
are almost 200 countries and over 7,000 langereuages
spoken around the world, mainstream languages have
proven to be useful in many occasions.

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include English, French, Spanish, Chinese and Arabic, all
of which are most commonly used nowadays.

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Documentation is also Important

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Part 1

Today, many of you have probably been familiar with
a kind of equipment called unmanned aerial vehicles, or
UAVs, for some time. Many of you may have experienced the
operation of this UAV before, but there are still many who do
not understand its true definition according to international
standards. Before going into details, let’s get started with
the definitions of unmanned aerial vehicles that have been
stipulated by many different organizations.

As for the definition of an unmanned aerial vehicle, or
UAV, the International Civil Aviation Organization has provided
the meaning of unmanned aircraft according to the announce-
ment of the 32nd flight of the Unmanned Aircraft System as:
“Unmanned Aircraft means an aircraft intended for unmanned
aerial vehicle operations” and “Unmanned Aircraft System
means an aircraft and its related components for unmanned
aerial vehicle operations”.

In the United States, the FAA Modernization and Reform
Act of 2012, Chapter B, Unmanned Aircraft Systems, Section
331 (8), states that “Unmanned Aircraft means an aircraft that
operates without the possibility of human intervention from

within or on an aircraft.”1

The United Kingdom is one of the first countries to use
unmanned aerial vehicles. The Civil Aviation Authority of the
United Kingdom (CAA) has developed a specific description
of the Civil Aircraft Airworthiness Information and Procedures
722:CAP 722) covering both providing meanings and rules. It
is described in one version as: “Unmanned aerial vehicles
are aircraft intended to operate without human beings on

board and are part of an unmanned aerial vehicle system.”

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continuously according to aerodynamic definition;2) capable
of long-distance flight, auto-level, or operating independently;
3) reusable; 4) not a weapon or weapon-like or designed for
a weapon. And for the United Kingdom, an Unmanned aerial
vehicle system refers to a personal unmanned aerial vehicle
system, of which the components consist of unmanned aerial
vehicles and components of that system necessary for flight
operations, such as remote control stations, communicating
components, initiation, and recovery. There may be a variety
of systems depending on the situation.2

Another country where the unmanned aerial vehicle
business is very popular is Singapore. According to the Air
Navigation Act, Chapter 6 (Air Navigation ACT Chapter 6),
Section 1 and Section 2 define it as “An unmanned aircraft is an
aircraft that may fly or operate without a person on board, and
unmanned aerial vehicle” system is unmanned aerial vehicles
and other components related to unmanned aerial vehicles.3

Getting to know unmanned aerial vehicles

An unmanned aerial vehicle is a military device devel-
oped for scouting frontline areas or ambushing enemies. Its
origins date back to World War I. Most UAVs of those days
were equipped with high-resolution cameras and weapons,
especially in 1914 during the British Army’s battle with France.
The British took advantage of unmanned aerial vehicles to
photograph more than 1,500 enemy transport routes, allowing
the British Army to analyse data from images and transport
ground troops to evade the enemy’s barriers miraculously.

Following the end of World War I, unmanned aerial vehicle
technology continued to evolve. It can be divided into two
parts according to the type of uses which are 1) unmanned
aerial vehicles used in the military and 2) unmanned aerial vehi-
cles that are commonly used by civilians. The coommonly used
unmanned aerial vehicles have a form called “multi-rotor”
because it is shaped like a helicopter, takes off, and descends
vertically through 4-6 sets of propellers with their internal
motor. This type of unmanned aircraft has been developed
according to the needs of various applications such as being
equipped with a camera to take pictures from above, collecting
geographic information, transporting goods and medicine, and
even in the agricultural industry like spraying chemicals, etc.

To put it in layman’s terms, unmanned aerial vehicle is
the autonomous planes that are familiar to us in the sky these
days performing several types of tasks such as capturing images
or events from above, agricultural and irrigation survey; gas
pipeline survey; and data collection of weather conditions,
traffic conditions and transportation, etc. The principle of
operation of an unmanned aerial vehicle is normally used to

detect, transport, research, attack, search and rescue. There
are three types of operations:

1. Multirotor UAVs are the most common type. It can
maneuver quickly and agilely thanks to its four-bladed,
six-bladed, and eight-bladed variants. It doesn’t require a
runway to take off. Howeven, the speed of flight is less than
other types of unmanned aerial vehicles. Therefore, it flies
more slowly. In the past year, this type of unmanned aerial
vehicle has had 77% of the market share.

2. Fixed-wing UAVs behave similarly to aircrafts that need
a runway. This type of unmanned aircraft can fly longer and
faster and is suitable for exploring large areas, carrying heavy
loads over long distances white using less energy.

3. The Hybrid model (tilt-wing) can fly faster, farther, and
more efficiently than the second type. Plus, it does not require
a runway. But these types of unmanned aerial vehicles are
few in the world market.

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The benefits of unmanned aerial vehicles

Unmanned aerial vehicles are currently being developed
for industrial applications in infrastructure and agricultural
survey aviation or areas that need to be monitored and super-
vised. In addition, many people may be familiar with and know
about specialized UAVs used in videography, documentary,
and high-resolution photo recordings. Moreover, unmanned
aerial vehicles are also capable of collecting and analysing
images or data, such as analysing the environmental impact
of a given area. It can also analyse data to find solutions to
problems that may arise in the future,

Thanks to the immense benefits of unmanned aerial
vehicles, the public and private sectors around the world can
use unmanned aerial vehicles in various forms. For example,
in the UK, they are used in the domestic railway industry to plan
rail maintenance through the digital system and 3D analysis.
In japan, a company invented an unmanned aerial vehicle for
the inspection and repair of large infrastructure systems such
as bridges and railways because its feature is to fly along the
poles which makes it easier and more efficient to survey and
inspect the damage. Unmanned aerial vehicles are also used
in the agricultural industry. It’s not just for sowing seeds but
it can also check the quality of the crops, analyse soil and
farmland, and survey the area without water using a sensor
system. Likewise, the world’s largest online retailer, Amazon,
is testing an unmanned aerial vehicle technology to deliver
cargo to customers, dubbed Amazon Prime Air, in a bid to
shorten delivery time to just 30 minutes after receiving orders.

Unmanned aerial vehicles have distinctive features that
can perform human tasks in a variety of fields: namely survey-
ing, inspecting, analysing. processing, saving time, and reducing
risks to life and property. This makes unmanned aerial vehicles
one of the eight major technologies of the future. As the use
of unmanned aerial vehicles becomes more commercialized,
the average annual growth rate in the private sector between
2015 and 2020 was 19%, compared to only 5% in the military.

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Honor Code, Internalization, and Challenges

One of the mechanisms that make cadets realize their
commitment to honor is the Honor Code, which is a common
system in most military academies. A study concludes that
“while these codes have the specialized function of prevent-
ing cheating and other forms of academic misconduct, they
are also viewed at many institutions as playing a part in the
broader ethical development of students.”Z Therefore, the
Honor Code is an ethical foundation that every cadet must
uphold in all walks of life. Even when they are back home,
or have switched to different careers, the Honor Code must
be ingrained within their characters.

For CRMA, the Honor Code is described in the Army
Regulations on Chulachomklao Royal Military Academy, 2021,
Article 5 No. 17 as follows:

“Cadets shall preserve the Honor of Cadet-
hood by conducting themselves not to lie, cheat,
steal, nor tolerate those who violate the Cadet
Honor Code, which is the fundamental value of
the Royal Thai Army. If any violation of the Code
occurs, the offending cadet shall be adjudicated
by the CRMA Committee on Honor Code, or
shall be expulsed from the Cadet Regiment, all
following regulations of CRMA.”3

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We can see that each component of the Honor Code is
venerable and fit to be implemented on a normal daily basis.
The most critical part is the last portion regarding the violation
of the Honor Code, which involves harsh punishments. This
can be regarded as another test to see if a cadet is worthy to
be in the academy or not.

But from my interview with cadets on internalizing core
principles into cadets in CRMA such as the Honor Code, |
found out that there is no formal strategy to elucidate the
meanings of those teachings as if the whole system is absent
of “causes” and “significance.” This makes cadets sometimes
cannot uphold those principles firmly and experience some
dilemmas between following the Honor Code versus helping
their colleagues who violate the Code (“Should | report my
friend’s wrongdoings, if the risks involve him getting Demerits
or even expulsed from the Regiment?”).

Moreover, there are other “teachings” that have been
passed on from one generation to the next among cadets.
Examples are “break the rules, we go man-to-man; break my
trust, we go by the book” or “these friends are as many as you
gonna get.” Sometimes these teachings are not even aligned
with the Honor Code but more with the concept of fraternity,
exploitation of friendship, or even escaping the guilt.

So, because cadets cannot understand the “concept”
of the “teachings,” they then perceive the system as “I can
duplicate what has been done. | cannot and do not need
explanations on those teachings that will tell me original
intent.” The reality is that there are no regulations that say
that cadre teams or officers shall put any emphasis on the
meanings of those teachings as they are “culture” things.

If an organization has a set of principles that are left
to be interpreted by its members individually without any
guidance (although each one should understand it the
same way), those principles will become merely words
passed down by unthorough seniors to naive juniors. This
could create misinterpretations from one generation to the
next to the point that the original intent might be lost. The
organization will then become incomplete and coreless.
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Furthermore, from the interview with cadets, | discovered
that one of the challenges of internalizing core values such
as honor is “illogical orders.” Although it is normal to follow
orders of the chain of command or the higher-ups in the mili-
tary, cadets these days seek “order’s intent” and “rationality”
more than before. Officers, instructors, and other faculties in
the academy must acknowledge that cadet behaviors have
changed. It would be unwise to coerce them to follow orders
without any “why,” as these new cadets have been provoked
by the social environment and the internet to be more curious
about any kind of events in their life. No more executions
without a doubt.

Developing Process to Internalize Cadets’ Honor

Considering the nature of current cadets, we find that we
must revise teaching methods to include more “why” in all
kinds of lessons. If cadets realize how to apply principles in
contexts other than on paper, they will see their significance
much clearer, and with clear principles, cadets can keep it in
their minds all the time. This leads to actually “acknowledging
one’s duty” which is a part of being an honorable cadet.

Therefore, what cadets’ commanders should do is make
them understand the importance of cadet regulations and
encourage cadets to know their duty enough to be in their
subconscious. This could happen in settings of leadership
seminars, and monitoring by principled discipline officers, or
it could be promoted by the Honor Court, which is an internal
mechanism of the Cadet Regiment led by cadets to adjudi-
cate Honor Code violations. Besides those means, another
important thing is that we should provide space for cadets to
share perspectives or collaborate their minds such as planning
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cadets’ missions. This will also make them feel to be part of
driving organizational growth.

Cadets also need to get themselves out of the old
“teachings”
those principles better. Even though cadets might be seen

s “too inquisitive” and making the “old tradition” tainted,

and start looking for true meanings behind

the commanders (especially the cadre that mostly exercises
their leadership at school) must be open-minded to those
younger generations and try to get mutual understanding to
find the best approach to internalize principles such as honor,
discipline, and duty. This will result in building trust within the
organization, making it easier for the Regiment to grow.

Other than the internalizing process of honor, another
inevitable issue is external pressure from society. Cadets know
that their reputations have been damaged by politics. What |
suggest to cadets is simply to accept the criticisms, acknowl-
edge our duty, and do our best, without any reactions to
other parties. Because an honorable man is reliable, the best
approach to preserve the honor of being a cadet is therefore
doing his duty sincerely and ethically.

Summary

Civilians’ expectation of the military profession is “to
sacrifice themselves for the people.” Therefore, the important
questions are: “How genuine and how much have we dedi-
cated to our profession,” and “How much ‘excellence’ have
we demonstrated?” These questions are what we should be
aware of all the time to maintain the principle of diligence: a
strong skill in the 21st century. But most importantly, we must
acknowledge our duty. This illustrates the professionalism of
the “Military Profession,” and once we show awareness of our
duty, honor will then be displayed to the public instinctively.
This is a great task for all commanders at every level in the
armed forces to make it happen. As we all know that people
give different thoughts on honor, but being in the military we
must take it to an above-average level. The military should
be the symbol of honor. If we remind ourselves that we are
“serving the people” while on duty, acknowledging our duty
to keep our profession honorable will become an achievable
task.
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
