3. The Chinese Communists, in agreeing to any form
of truce, will not abandon their fundamental objectives
domestically or internationally but will seek to exploit
whatever opportunities may flow from the relaxation of
international tensions to enhance their world position
and their strength in the Far East.

4. Inthe light of Soviet and satellite moves vis-a-vis
the Japanese peace treaty both prior to and since the
Malik proposal, the Communist bloc may be expected
to seek to prevent the conclusion of a treaty between
Japan and the West, and thus to reduce the threat to
the Communist power position in the Far East, by raising
the Japanese issue in whatever negotiations follow
a cease fire.”
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“South Korea”

1. The Republic of Korea government has
consistently held that an armistice agreement in Korea
without provisions for unification of the country under its
authority is inimical to its interests. In the view of the ROK
government, considerations favoringpeace at this time
are secondary to its desire for immediate unification.

2. Consequently, while participating in armistice
arrangements, the Republic of Korea will seek through
these negotiation conditions favorable to the achieve-
ment of unification on its terms, and a commitment that
the armistice will not prejudice the political settlement
of the Korean hostilities.

3. The ROK Government is, however, aware of its
limited capabilities to affect the terms of the armistice
agreement. While desirous of continuing the hostilities
in the hope of unification by military means, it realizes
the impossibility of continuing the conflict without UN
support. Under these circumstances, it will probably avoid
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efforts to subvert an armistice but will publicly divest itself
of responsibility for it and for the failure to achieve its goal
of unification. It will hope thereby to capitalize on popular
aspirations for unification and at the same
time, to maintain a strong bargaining po-
sition in whatever political negotiations
may take place. Nevertheless, it may be
expected that the ROK government will
continue to demand unification on its
terms through representations abroad,
determined public statements, and the
staging of demonstrations at home. Given
the emotional content of the govern-
ment’s position on unification, isolated
incidents of rioting and even military
action by extremist elements may occur.
4. While such incidents will pro-
bably not spread to a degree that would undermine
the armistice, the possibility of such a development is
nevertheless inherent in the emotional character of the
Korean views on unification, and in the government’s
capacity for arousing these emotions, particularly through
hasty, irresponsible statements by President Rhee. The
danger of serious disorder in south Korea would be lesse-
ned by strong UN support for the principle of unification
and for rehabilitation of the area and by the extent of
influence exercised by the political elements counseling
restraint.
5. Should the immediate post-armistice period
pass without serious incident in south Korea, the stability
of the Republic of Korea government is not likely to be
affected by the armistice since its record on unification
would be clear and since it will continue to stress unifi-
cation with reference to anticipated discussions on the
political future of Korea. At the same time, its stability
will be slightly enhanced by the opportunity to proceed
with rehabilitation efforts.

Part I: Transformational Leadership as Vital Warfighting
Function

Burns (1978) originated the concept of “transforming”
leadership, defining it as when “leaders and followers help each
other to advance to a higher level of morale and motivation.”
Later, Bass (1990) expanded upon the original work, modifying the
terminology from “transforming” to “transformational,” thereby
elucidating the psychological
mechanisms underpinning
the concept. Since then,
~ transformational leadership
I theory has been examined in
T many sectors, including mili
tary contexts. Some studies
associate transformational
— leaders with charismatic
leaders. However, it is essen-
tial to clarify the distinction
between the two theories
because they serve different
purposes. Charismatic leaders inspire others to reach goals that
serve their own agenda. Conversely, transformational leaders put
their own interests aside for bigger purposes, such as the good
of their people, organisation, and national interests (Hamad,
2020). This is important because transformational leaders are
people-oriented. Followers want to follow them not just because
of their competent, confident, and charismatic appearance. In
contrast, followers want to follow them because they care and
want to help facilitate the growth of people around them while
also bringing the team closer to a shared goal.

Since transformational leadership is not just important
but vital in military context (Smiljanic, 2016). This leads to the
questions of what actually is a transformational leaders and how
to become one? According to Ivey and Kline (2010), transforma-
tional leadership “elicits effort and commitment from followers
by attending to emotions, values, ethics, and long-term goals,
and by assessing followers’ motives, satisfying their individual
needs, and treating them with dignity and respect.” This defini-
tion illustrates how transformational leaders can reach into their
followers and bring the best out of them to make an impact. To
do this, transformational leaders must possess the “4l”:

1. Idealised influence

2. Inspirational motivation

The first component of transformational leadership is
idealised influence. It is when leaders act in an admirable way,
exhibit strong convictions, and take principled stands, and thus
lead followers to identify with them. These leaders exemplify a
clear set of values and serves as a role model for their followers
(Hamad, 2020). Moreover, they actively demonstrate these values
through leading by example, thereby serving as facilitators for
their followers to emulate and internalise such principles. They
are confident and optimistic, influencing their followers to align
personal values with those of the team and organisation.

The second component is inspirational motivation. Leaders
develop and communicate clear vision which they aim to convey
to their followers in order to help achieve goals (Hamad, 2020).
They influence their followers through inspiration, which increases

passion within the followers to exert extra effort, motivation, and
affective commitment (lvey & Kline, 2010).

The third component is individualised consideration.
Leaders actively encourage and facilitate individual followers
in reaching their personal goals. This involves a commitment to
mentoring and coaching. They treat their followers with dignity
and respect, while also valuing and appreciating each individual’s
contributions to the team. By fulfilling and enhancing the
self-fulfilment and self-worth of each team member, the leader
inspires followers to pursue further achievements and personal
growth (Hamad, 2020).

The last component of transformational leaders is intel-
lectual stimulation. It is when leaders foster an environment
where followers are encouraged to seek alternative approaches
and embrace new learning opportunities. Transformational
leaders would challenge assumptions, stimulate creativity, and
inspire innovation among followers. By providing a framework
that highlights the connection between followers, leaders, the
organisation, and the overarching goal, the team can overcome
any obstacles to accomplish the mission (Hamad, 2020).

Military is the instrument of national power authorised
to employ lethal force to protect its citizens against external
threats. The decisions made by military leaders can have pro-
found effects, ranging from determining the life or death of their
soldiers to shaping the outcome of wars, potentially resulting
in either the preservation or destruction of their own country
(Hamad, 2020). Especially in a changing environment, conflicts
extend beyond state-on-state. Archambault (2021) characterises
the emerging type of conflict as unconventional warfare, which
involves an asymmetric confrontation between a government
and a nonstate actor. Nonstate actors integrate themselves within
civilian populations and utilise tactics such as ambush, suicide
bombings, and improvised explosive devices to achieve their
strategic objectives. Furthermore, instead of solely aiming to
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defeat the adversary, both parties endeavour to employ diverse
methods to gain legitimacy and exert influence over populations.

Despite the emergence of unconventional warfare during
the Global War on Terrorism, the military cannot abandon its
nature of preparing for conventional conflict, as seen in the
Russia-Ukraine confrontation. Therefore, military leaders must
be ready to lead their soldiers through diverse missions, ranging
from large-scale troop deployments to destroy the enemy on
battlefields, to manoeuvring smaller, adaptable forces in confined
terrains like urban warfare to secure the support of local popu-
lations (Stribrny, 2022). Not only are military leaders tasked with
leading their soldiers, but they must also be capable of collab-
orating with NGOs, government officials from other sectors, and
civilians (Smiljanic, 2016). The environmental dynamic requires
military leaders to effectively inspire and communicate their
visions to influence various stakeholders. They need to involve
other parties in the decision-making process for strategic planning.
Consequently, the transformational leadership style stands as
a crucial warfighting function for military leaders, enabling them
to foster trust and successfully accomplish missions.

The future environment is difficult to predict, but it is certain
that it will be complex. Transformational leadership offers adaptive
approaches for the military across tactical, operational, and
strategic realms (Smiljani¢, 2016). Transformational leaders can
empower followers and facilitate growth to ensure preparedness

for the unexpected.
The Essential Roles of Transactional Leadership in
Military Context

While transformational leadership has received substantial
attention for its role in fostering growth, innovation, motivation,
and cohesion, the significance of transactional leadership within
the military context cannot be ignored. Transactional Leader-
ship involves leaders using rewards and punishments to ensure
compliance with orders among soldiers (Odumeru & Ogbonna,
2013). The key word here is “compliance.” Therefore, contexts
that necessitate compliance include enforcing safety measures,
risk mitigation, and upholding standards.

Many studies have linked leadership theories with operational
effectiveness and performance. However, the day-to-day activities
within a military context entail exposure to dangerous and hazardous
environments. Soldiers lose their lives due to training accidents or
incidents almost every year (Martinez-Cércoles & Stephanou, 2017).
Hence, transactional leadership can effectively enforce safety perfor-
mance. The safety performance model proposed by Martinez-Cor-
coles et al. (2013) consists of three dimensions: safety compliance,
safety participation, and risky behaviours. When commanders act
as active transactional leaders, they establish strong safety climate
which in turn reinforce safety compliance and safety participation

to prevent risky behaviours (Martinez-Corcoles & Stephanou, 2017).

Lastly, it is not uncommon for soldiers in the military to
wake up feeling unmotivated to tackle challenges due to fatigue,
exhaustion, pressure, and numerous other factors they encounter
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v growth, innovation, passion, and
‘ soldiers. This is essential for |

daily. Consequently, there are instances where soldiers may over-
look certain standards or minor disciplinary obligations, such as
making their beds properly, polishing their shoes, or maintaining
an appropriate haircut. These seemingly trivial tasks, however,
serve as character-building practices with broader significance.
For example, ensuring the cleanliness of equipment or weapons
is crucial for their effective functioning when required for use.
Hence, transactional leadership can serve as an effective

tool for motivating soldiers to uphold standards and meet expec-
tations (Stribrny et al., 2022). By offering rewards for adherence to
standards and addressing deviations through corrective measures,
transactional leaders can help maintain discipline and accounta-
bility even during challenging circumstances. This approach not
only reinforces the importance of adhering to standards but also
instils a sense of responsibility and commitment to the collective
objectives of the m|L|tary unit.

Centre of Gravity: To Accom-
plish the Mission

Despite some beneficial aspects
of transactional leadership, the
core mission of the military evolves
around winning the war at strate-
gic level, not just small battles at
- tactical level. It is undeniable that
. transactional leadership is important
to reinforce safety performance and
maintain standards of discipline in
everyday routines. However, in the
long term, transformational leadership creates strategic impacts
both internally and externally. Internally, transformational leaders
foster teamwork, cohesion, and trust, necessary for the military to
operate effectively. Externally, transformational leaders facilitate
situational awareness to evaluate critical contextual elements
that may either pose an imminent threat or present a potential
opportunity to seize the initiative (Eid et al., 2004). Leaders must
be able to master both internal and external factors.

To meet such demands, the training and learing processes
must be efficient. Transformational leadership has demonstrat-
ed effectiveness within the “Deep Leadership Model (DLM)” in
enhancing soldiers’ capabilities through improved learning, feed-
back, and interaction practices. By adopting these approaches,
organisations can attain a competitive advantage and enhance
their preparedness to mitigate unforeseen threats (Nissinen et
al,, 2022).

Leaders must analyse their missions and apply the ap-
propriate approach to accomplish them. While transactional
leadership aids in enhancing safety performance, maintaining
standards, and monitoring expectations at the tactical level,
transformational leadership plays a crucial role in fostering

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On a cool breeze morning with soft sunlight in January, my
friends and | got off the bus, and unloaded with our belongings:
both field packs and large rucksacks. Some managed to carry
their own bags, while others still felt groggy from the journey.
The atmosphere surrounding the field where we alighted was
set against the backdrop of the Erawan Hills, welcoming the
cold breeze of this season. Shortly after disembarking, we were
instructed to form lines on the field. There were briefings and a

small welcome, “From now on, we are not cadets, but soldiers.
Welcome to the Special Warfare School, located at the
Erawan Camp, Tha Sala District, Mueang District, Lop-
buri Province. It’s not a place for academic
study, but rather a forge for special forces
: soldiers, known among soldiers as
the ‘Umbrella Army Home.’ It’s a
place for various military courses.
One of the courses the Special
Warfare School conducts is the
Airborne Course, which we are
about to undertake.”

After transforming from cadets to soldiers, we

had to carry all our gear to the student company office
to report in. Both field packs and rucksacks filled with gear
were laid out on the floor. The formation of soldier-students
moved through the streets with a jog, passing through the
training ground stations where we would undergo three weeks
of training before reporting to the company quarters for the

rest of the course.

After reporting in, we got changed we were now in a
training unifrom and. The next activity was parachute training, a
sacred ritual of mental preparation for the soldier-students to
safely complete the course. Then, we climbed up the Erawan
Hills with our unit flags made of cloth. Despite the warm
afternoon, we climbed the small trails towards the summit,
chanting slogans intermittently as we ascended. Soon enough,
we reached the peak, where we could see the entire school
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compound, including the barracks, training stati'ons, and the
mess hall.

Over the next three weeks, we underwent téﬂ.@g) at
various stations, including the mock aircraft station, where
things are simulated staring from boarding to jumping out of
the aircraft. The high platform station, known as the “Chicken
Station” because some, but not me were afraid of heights, was
no quite t a challenge. The canopy station or the so-called
“Shade Station,” due to the simulated floating feeling, was
another test of our courage. The ground landing station was
where we learned to land safely on the ground. The sunning
rope station simulated the sensation of being pulled by a rope
at high speed, akin to actual parachute descent. Finally, the
parachute rigging station taught us how to handle and répair
parachutes.

Throughout the three-week period, we repeated these
stations every day until the procedures became our second
nature. Physical exercise and running during the training
strengthened our bodies to withstand the impact of parachute
landing. These methods ensured our safety during airborne

training.

Finally, the long awaited day arrived. At dawn of January
21st, it might seemed like any other day, but for us, it was the
day we would make our first parachute jump. For me, it wasn’t
just the first jump; it was also my first time boarding an aircraft.
So far, I had avoided traveling by air to other provinces during
holidays just so | could reserve my first flight experience for
this moment. However, the phrase “first time” was often not
straightforward. On That day, the wind was particularly strong,
so strong so that we wondered if it was possible to jump out
of the aircraft.

From the moment | stepped onto the plane until it was
time to board, the aircraft engines were
so loud that communication was
nearly impossible. As the
