Furthermore, reflection can be used to uncover significance,
meaning, and to broaden our perspectives in analyzing and
interpreting missions, training, and experiences. These skills help
us better understand the intent from higher command, enabling
teams and organizations to work in greater harmony sharing a
common vision and goal in accordance with the philosophy of
Mission Command.
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These insights represent an integration of knowledge,
experiences, and lessons drawn from Strategic Studies and
Performance Psychology. Readers can explore more through

What? - What is the core concept behind the Sandhurst
Competition?

The Sandhurst Competition is a challenge designed to
develop leadership through a series of military skills events
that require physical strength, mental resilience, and cognitive
capability to accomplish missions that reflect volatile, uncertain,
complex, and ambiguous (VUCA) threat environments.

The competition is intentionally designed to be demanding,
aiming not just for mission completion, but for execution with
excellence and efficiency. Beyond the physical demands, the
Sandhurst Competition also requires quick thinking, effective
problem-solving, and timely decision-making under intense
pressure—including fatigue, hunger, sleep deprivation, time
constraints, and rapidly changing operational information. Even
the smallest details can significantly impact the plan, methods,
and outcomes.

Each team faces mission briefings upon arriving at a station,
typically in the form of a FRAGO (Fragmentary Order), which
presents unexpected problems requiring immediate solutions.
The Squad Leader, who receives the order, has no more than
5 minutes to understand the tasky formulate a plan, and com-
municate with the team. The team then has 10-20 minutes to
complete the assigned task and 5 minutes to prepare for the
transition to the next station.

The transitions themselves are physically demanding, often
involving steep terrain, and teams must reach the next station
within 30 minutes. The distance between stations ranges from
1 to 3 kilometers. The competition spans two days, including a
ruck march of approximately 9-12 miles between days. Both the
execution of the tasks and the movement between stations are
evaluated and contribute to the overall score. Moreover, teams
that fail to comply with the rules and performance standards
are subject to point deductions.
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The preparation, training, and rehearsal for

the Sandhurst Competition are fundamen-
tally different from conventional military
training courses we may be familiar with.
For example, traditional courses like Ranger
School or Assault Courses typically span
several months and resemble a marathon,
requiring endurance and resilience simply to
reach graduation.
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In contrast, the Sandhurst Competition is
more like a sprint, where every second is intense, and the team
must accomplish all tasks and movements within strict time
limits. Even the smallest delay down to a fraction of a second
can impact both the team’s score and the overall performance
quality.

So What? How does the Sandhurst Competition highlight
the importance of teamwork?

Performance Psychology classifies tasks that require team-
work into three types:

1. Disjunctive Task — A task where one team member can
perform the task on behalf of others. For example, proposing
a solution to a problem, from which the team selects the best
option based on the input from each member.

2. Conjunctive Task — A task that requires the cooperation
of everyone, but the weakest member determines the team’s
overall performance. For example, a group project where the
member who finishes last sets the submission time for the entire
team.

3. Additive Task — A task where every contribution matters.
For example, distributing duties among team members, where
each part must come together to ensure success.

The Sandhurst Competition involves both Conjunctive and
Additive Tasks. Each station’s activities are divided into smaller
tasks, where team members must collaborate to solve problems
within a given time frame. Ruck march also requires the team
to move together, with the slowest member setting the team’s
overall performance.

As such, preparation for the Sandhurst Competition must
focus on individual performance while ensuring that individuals
work together harmoniously and efficiently at the team level.

The Sandhurst Competition requires a team system, or what
is known as a Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) within the
team. The Squad Leader (SL) must be able to view the bigger
picture, effectively communicate the mission intent, scope
expected outcomes, and
time frames through Team
Leaders, ensuring that tasks
are performed systematically
and efficiently.

Creating an effective

team for the Sandhurst
Competition means allowing
the team to train together, *=% =
solve problems independently, and thmk critically on the|r
own. Relying solely on detailed instructions for the team to
follow misses the point and does not align with the competition
environment. If teams are only trained to follow orders, they
will struggle when faced with unexpected situations. Without
opportunities to practice independent problem-solving, the
team will not be able to function effectively when confronted
with multiple tasks at once.
Now What? - How can participating in the Sandhurst
Competition strengthen relationships between allied
nations and contribute to regional and international
security?

The Sandhurst Competition serves as military diplomacy,
clearly demonstrated during the Train-up Week prior to the
competition. Every year, there is a Conference in the form of a Panel
Discussion organized by the Modern War Institute (MWI). This
year’s topic was Drones in Warfare, providing each participating
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nation with an opportunity to learn from and
exchange integrative ideas between warfare
doctrines, practical field applications, and
lessons learned from real-world situations.

Moreover, the message from Strategic
Communication regarding the competition
emphasizes that the participation of members
represents Partners and Allies standing
together to counter adversaries who oppose the
principles of humanitarianism and global peace.

Ambrose and Paine (1993: 3) stated in t
Museum Basics, that museums have a primary role in u
standing the identity and sense of ownership of the place
Those collections represent unique intellectual heritage and
reflect the success and prosperity of the country. Therefore,
museums play an important role in commemorating memories
as historical evidence, extending the interpretation of history
and any important events that have been recorded.

However, military museums are often unsuccessful in their
exhibitions and receive fewer visitors than other museums.
This is because military museums are often located in
government areas that are quite difficult for the general
public to access, and they do not receive support in terms of
developing and improving the exhibitions to make them more
interesting and modernized with multimedia, and there is a lack
of public relations for outsiders. As stated by Meejun (2005:
57), if people visit a museum, it is because they are forced to
do so. Most students have a visit because their teachers take
them on a field trip to the museum, and they find it a boring
experience. The main obstacles in terms of attitudes towards
visiting a museum are related to the lack of public relations,
time-consuming, and the negative attitude that museums are
boring, as well as the inability to understand the content that
the museum wants to convey to the audience.

The Royal Thai Army Museum is one of the famous
military museums in Thailand located in the hub of Bangkok, or
what is known as Rattanakosin Island. In the past, this museum
building used to be the school building of the Chulachomklao
Royal Military Academy (CRMA) on Ratchadamnoen-Nok Road,
founded by King Chulalongkorn (King Rama V) in 1906 as a place
for children of civil servants to study and train military officers
at that time. Until in 1986, Chulachomklao Royal Military
Academy moved from its original location to its current
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location in Khao Cha-ngok, Nakhon Nayok Province. Therefore,
the original school building was renovated into the Royal Thai
Army Museum, which was officially opened to the public on
June 9, 1996; the day of the Golden Jubilee of His Majesty
King Bhumibol Adulyadej the Great. The beautiful exterior
architecture of the building, which combines Neoclassical
and Renaissance arts with Thai-style architecture combined,
has made this museum registered as a conservation building
by the Fine Arts Department in 1992 Since then. (100 years
of Chulachomklao Royal Military Academy 1987: 257-262).

Currently, Military History Division within the Directorate
of Operations is responsible for taking care of this Royal Thai
Army Museum. Although this division has publicized it through
the Royal Thai Army website and various communication channels
to inform the public, it has not received enough public interest
because some people still have a negative attitude towards
military activities, and the idea that military museums have
boring exhibitions. Even though some people want to visit,
there is a problem with having to request permission to visit
in eroups. From the survey of the number of visitors to the
museum until now, it is about 200-300 people per month,
most of whom are invited by high-ranking commanders of the
army and come from various military schools and companies.
In fact, any school and company that wants to visit must make
an appointment in advance and visit in groups of at least ten
audiences, which is difficult to prepare documents to request a
visit to the Directorate of Operations through the chief director
and send a letter to the Support Division within the Royal Thai
Army Headquarters and also the Directorate of Intelligence.
If interested visitors do not have any organization support
or contact them individually, they cannot visit. In particular,
foreigners must show their passports and intention to request a
group visit, which is quite complicated matter. These problems
and difficulties come from the museum building itself, which
has limitations in terms of its location in a military area, near a
building that is the workplace of high-ranking a commanders of
the army, which must have security at all times. The museum
building cannot be separated and open to the public like other
museums. It also lacks necessary facilities such as a parking,
am an information center, a food and beverage service area,
and a waiting hall to support group visitors.

In presenting this article, Colonel Tavorn Supachokeauychai,
the author; aims to write this article to study and analyze the
approach to problem-solving and improving the conservation
building in the military area to maximize the benefits, to be
able to manage the museum building in more suitable manners
with self-reliant, and to find the way to make it easier for
the public to access this military museum. The author hopes
to present this research as a source of information on the
approach to problem solving and how to manage the museum
building that has space limitations and is located in a military
area in similar.

The History of Chulachomklao Royal Military Academy to
the Army Museum Building

The Royal Thai Army Headquarters and Army Museum
used to be the location of Chulachomklao Royal Military
Academy, which was inspired by King Chulalongkorn for
military operations in the region. Back in 1887, Saranrom
Military Preparatory School, located near Saranrom Palace,
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909. At that _'e‘,. ere were nilit *l paratory
schools: the primary mi itary school near Saranrom Palace
and the secondary military school on Ratchadamnoen Nok
Road. in 1987, His Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej the Great
graciously ordered the name of the Royal Thai Army Cadet
Academy to be changed to ‘Chulachomklao Royal Military
Academy’ to honor and commemorate the great kindness of
His Majesty King Chulalongkorn (King Rama V), who initiated
the establishment of the Armed Forces Academies Preparatory
School in Thailand (100 Years of Chulachomklao Royal Military
Academy 1987: 170).

In 1986, Chulachomklao Royal Military Academy on
Ratchadamnoen Road wanted to expand its educational area
to accommodate a large number of cadets and recruit new
cadets. Hence, they decided to move the institution to a new
location in Nakhon Nayok Province. Due to the prominent
location and honorable history of the original educational
institution related to the production of efficient military
officers, the Royal Thai Army agreed to utilize this 39 Rai area
as the Royal Thai Army Headquarters with the agreement and
mutual approval from the Cabinet and the Royal Thai Army.
Therefore, the project to construct a permanent building of
the Royal Thai Army was approved to be the hub of opera-
tions for high-ranking commanders and senior army officers,
officially opened on October 20, 1988; for the conservation
of historical documents and military weapons and equipment
from each war era. The original building of Chulachomklao
Royal Military Academy was renovated to be used as a military
museum, while still maintaining the original external architectural
features. This building has the official name “Royal Thai Army
Museum in Honor of His Majesty the King” to celebrate the
fiftieth anniversary of the accession to the throne of His Majesty
King Bhumibol Adulyadej the Great ( King Rama IX) (http://
www.rta.mi.th/history/rta_history.htm).

An
interesting point is the pediment of the
large front porch, which is in the shape
of a royal palanquin and a golden

the building, reflecting its beauty and
dignified characteristics. This building is considered as one of
the precious gems of Rattanakosin Island in terms of historical
and cultural significance (Kitti Wattanamahatham, 1997: 111).
In addition, the landscape in front of the building, which is a
pair of bronze lion statues in front of the museum’s entrance
hall, as well as the large lawn in front of the main entrance of
the Royal Thai Army Headquarters and the museum building,
reflects the architectural layout of the exterior, which is as
prominent as the Palace of Versailles in France, built by King
Louis XIV, and perfectly reflects the fusion of Eastern and
Western architecture.

Exhibitions of the Royal Thai Army Museum

The Third Floor:

Memorial Hall (Phra Barami Pokklao) enshrines a life size
bronze statue of King Chulalongkorn, who laid the foundation
for the Thai military to be strong and stable, preserved the
sovereignty of the nation, and developed it to be modern
and on par with civilized countries. It also displays photos
and history of former army commanders, as well as the Field
Marshal’s baton, the highest military honor bestowed by the
Commander-in-Chief of the Thai Armed Forces to former army
commanders.

The Second Floor:

The Highest Commanders’ Room displays picture
boards of the biography and royal deeds of the kings who are
honored as the great kings and the history of the Thai nation,
as well as all the kings of the Chakri Dynasty. There are also
displays of the Victory Flag, the Chuthathutthipatai Flag, and
the Mahaphaichayanthawach Flag, which the Royal Thai Army
received from His Majesty the King.
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Important Missions of the Royal Thai Army’s Room
displays boards of important missions of the Royal Thai Army,
including protecting and honoring the monarchy, national
defense, maintaining peace within the country, maintaining
internal security, national development and helping the people,
military missions other than war, peacekeeping missions with
the United Nations (UN), military cooperation with allied
armies, including displays of the royal deeds of King Rama IX
and royal initiative projects.

The Reception Room is in the central part of the museum
building and is decorated in a modern classic style. This room
was used to honor the leaders of the country and guests of
high-ranking commanders. The exhibition honored the King
and the military affairs to disseminate His Majesty’s honor and
show loyalty has been displayed herein.

The First Floor:

Hon Ron Ran Room displays military affairs from the
Sukhothai period to the reign of King Rama V. Inside the room,
ancient weapons are displayed, such as swords, shields, suns,
cannons, and the royal gun used during the reign of King
Naresuan to shoot across the Satong River that the Burmese
General was shot. Military insignia and war equipment are
displayed herein. There is a diorama of the battle between
Thailand and Burma, including the royal speech of King Chu-
lalongkorn to the army when the army department presented
the field marshal’s baton on November 16, 1903.

Sena Songkhram Room displays military affairs from the
reign of King Rama VI to the present. There is a picture board
showing the strengthening of the army, the Palace Guard Reg-
iment, the Wild Tiger Corps, the first picture of joining World
War |, and the military policy of King Rama VI. There are also
display boards with pictures of the Indochinese conflict, the
Great East Asia War, the heroic battle at Khao Pork Chop, the
Korean War, and the Vietnam War, as well as boards with
pictures of national defense, internal security, and strengthening
cooperation with friendly countries. Along the walkway, there
are glass walls displaying insignia of army uniforms, volunteer
soldier helmets, etc.

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Evaluation, Significance and Exhibition of the Royal Thai
Army Museum

According to the Burra Charter (1999: 12), which sets out
the basic principles and procedures to be followed in the
conservation of cultural and architectural heritage, cultural
significance is defined as aesthetic, historical, scientific or social
value for past, present or future generations. When analyzed
according to the above definition, it can be mentioned that
the Army Museum and various elements of the surrounding
area have their own historical and cultural significance. The
significance value will be classified and analyzed to determine
the level of significance of the whole place.

Aesthetic value: The Army Museum building is outstanding
in terms of architecture, which shows the decoration of classical
Thai and European styles in a single place in perfect harmony.
The overall characteristics of the museum building, both in
terms of style, size, proportion, interior and exterior colors, and
materials used for construction and decoration are harmonious
and in line with the military context.

Historical value: The Army Museum building was established

from the inspiration and intention of King Chulalongkorn ( King
Rama V), to build the first military school in Siam and transform
it into a military museum in sequence. By collecting a variety
of weapons, equipment, archives, and documents, the Army
Museum portrays as a representative of the past by preparing
military information and history by displaying equipment and
models. The aim is to describe the history of the army and
commemorate the bravery of those who sacrificed their lives
in battle. In addition, the location and the
museum building are related to the history
of the army in terms of the development of
the place from the former academic building
to the current museum building.
Artistic and Scientific value: This museum
acts as a collection of rare military weapons
and equipment as well as a collection of
invaluable historical documents. General
museums usually place exhibits together in
one room, but the Army Museum initiated the
separation of exhibits to suit the content that
each room desires to communicate. Although the building’s
function has changed from the original for academic purposes
to the current museum building, the physical characteristics of
the exterior and interior architecture, including the decoration
style and all elements of the place are well preserved in their
original condition. Therefore, the historical significance has not
changed.

Social value: The Army Museum serves as a coordination
point between the Army units and the general public for a
better understanding of the Army’s role in protecting the
country’s territory and sovereignty. It is a place to disseminate
the importance of the King and his royal duties in maintaining
the country’s independence and peace to the general public.
Hence, the museum is important as a source for collecting
and disseminating military historical information to the public,
not only locals but also foreigners who are interested in the
military museum.

Although “Ban Na” is now merely the name
of a district in Nakhon Nayok Province, archae-
ological evidence have shown the presence of
human settlements on the plains along Khlong
Ban Na (Ban Na Canal) since around 3,000 to
5,000 years ago. This area, near Ban Khao Phoem
in Khao Phoem Subdistrict, Ban Na District, was
an early agricultural community that had already
mastered farming and agricultural irrigation

techniques.

Subsequently, during the Ayutthaya
and Rattanakosin periods, Ban Na was not
only a major agricultural zone sustaining both local communities
and the capital, but was also formed part of a broader region
stretching from Nakhon Nayok to Thung Bang Kapi on the
eastern side of the Chao Phraya River in present-day Bangkok.
Originally, this area was known as “Thung Luang” (Royal Plain)
or “Thung Rangsit” and was home to numerous wild elephants. 3
As Pnnce Damrong Rajanubhab recorded: ;

..In the wider Bangkok area, there used to be .wl
elephants in Thung Luang on the east side of the ChaQ‘Ph(

The location of the aforementioned elephant stable
aligns with oral accounts from descendants of those once
affiliated with the Royal Elephant Corps and local residents.
For example, Mr.Yutthana Worawat, a descendant of Chasuphat
Worawat (also known as Khun Phiban Kachasak), recounted
that his family once resided at the elephant stable. As a child,
Yutthana’s father lived with Khun Phiban Kachasak at that site.
When the practice of elephant herding ceased, the building
was dismantled and the family moved to near Wat Thong.
Elephant herds were once driven into the pen and Khun Phiban
Kachasak served as the elephant doctor. Yutthana also
described the remains of the pen he saw:

...It was a dense forest...and | saw two large black, round,

and decayed posts. There was another pair of similar posts
